EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  

This Zoning By-law amendment involves a portion of the land under title CT CT2918083/1, and 
all of CT2636024/1 ± 10 ac in total. The applicant wishes to amend the R.M. of East Saint Paul 
Zoning By-law No. 2009-04 by rezoning the portion of the subject property located at 3200 De 
Vries Ave (part of Roll # 21200) and the full property located on Maxwell King Dr. Roll # 22600, 
zoned as ”DR” Development Reserve and “R1-10” - Single Housing Dwelling zones into one “I”- 
Institutional Zone. The applicant notes (in their letter of intent) the proposed rezoning would allow 
the Personal Care Homes as a conditional use. 
 
RRPD notes that applicant has applied for conditional use application CU 59, 2025 on the subject 
property. The conditional use is part of the combined Public Hearing along with this Rezoning 
application. The conditional use proposes to establish Personal Care Home that is 3 stories with 
90-100 units, therefore, to meet the requirement of the personal care home been, the applicant 
wishes to rezone the property to “I” institutional zone.

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This Zoning By-Law amendment generally meets the provisions of the Development Plan. The 
Red River Planning District Office recommends Council give Second Reading to By-law No. 
2026-06.  If there are sufficient objections, Council may not give Third Reading to the By-law.  A 
report outlining policy compliance, comments received, analysis, options and recommendations 
for the Council’s consideration follow this summary. 
 
 

 

1. ISSUE: 
 

The applicant wishes to amend the RM of East St. Paul Zoning By-law No. 2009-04 by: 
 

• Rezoning portion of subject property located at 3200 De Vries Ave (Roll # 21200) and full 
property with No address (located on Maxwell King Dr. Roll # 22600), RM of East St. Paul 
multi-zoned as ”DR” Development Reserve and “R1-10” - Single Housing Dwelling zones 
into one “I”- Institutional Zone.  
 
 

2. BACKGROUND:  
 

2.1 Application Timeline 
 
The proposed zoning by-law amendment application was given First Reading by Council at their 
meeting on February 24th, 2026, and subsequently circulated to government agencies and 
neighboring municipalities, as required by The Planning Act. A public hearing has been advertised 
twice: on March 5th and 12th, 2026 and scheduled for March 24th, 2026, Public Hearing. 
 
RRPD notes that the subjected property is currently zoned “DR” Development Reserve and “R1-
10” - Single Housing Dwelling zones that does not allow Personal Care Home use. The applicant 
is proposing to develop the subject land with Personal Care Home by Conditional Use 59, 2025 
that is part of a combined hearing with this rezoning application. The subject property would need 
to be rezoned to into one “I”- Institutional Zone” zone to establish Personal Care Home and allow 
a consideration of Conditional Use. 
  

2.2 Subject Property and Surrounding Area 
 

The subject property is ± 10 acres and is located at 3200 De Vries Ave (part of Roll # 21200) and 
full property with No address (located on Maxwell King Dr. Roll # 22600). The land is currently 
vacant. The area surrounding the proposed rezoning is as follows: 
 
• To the North - 21.03 lot zoned “R1-17” Single Housing Dwelling 
• To the South - 0.24-0.3 lots zoned “R1-10” Single Housing Dwelling 
• To the East - 29.74 ac lot zoned DR” Development Reserve  
• To the West - 5.02 ac lot zoned “I” Institutional 
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2.3 Proposed Zone 

As previously noted, the applicant is proposing to rezone the subject property to “I” institutional 
Zone.  The table below summarizes the general development standards for the proposed zone 
according to the RM of ESP Zoning By-law 2009-04.

3. ANALYSIS:  
 

The Planning Act (Section 68) outlines that zoning by-laws, and their amendments, are to be 
“generally consistent with the development plan by-law and any secondary plan by-law in effect 
in the municipality”. Therefore, the RRPD’s current Development Plan (Red River Planning District 
Development Plan By-law No. 272/19) is reviewed to determine if the proposed zoning by-law 
amendment application is consistent with the policy direction found in the document. It should be 
noted that not all of the policies in the Development Plan are relevant to the subject lands at the 
zoning by-law amendment application stage.  
 

3.1 The Red River Planning District Development Plan (By-Law No. 272/19) 
 
Under the Red River Planning District’s Development Plan, the subject land is currently 
designated as Settlement Centre. The Settlement Centre (SC) designation is for areas where a 
range of urban, semi-urban, and suburban land uses or developments either presently exist or 
may be considered. Typically, settlement Centres have piped municipal wastewater and / or 
drinking water systems available, or are planned to provide these services in the future when they 
are economically viable. Settlement Centres function as administrative and service centres for 
their respective municipality. 

As already noted, not all of the policies in the Development Plan are relevant to the subject lands 
at the zoning by-law amendment application stage. The following analysis is only related to 
Development Plan topics identified to be applicable at the rezoning stage. Topics have been 
organized thematically for easy reference.  

  

Settlement Centre Policy 

As noted above, the Settlement Centre designation in the Development Plan allows for a range 
of development. RRPD Policy 4.5.16 promotes, “Institutional uses such as government offices, 
recreational centers, schools, public service facilities including health care facilities and public 
services provided by non- profit service clubs should be located in areas from where the intended 
services may be provided efficiently. The land under the property is currently vacant and the 
development may revitalize the street/area with proposed development.  
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Therefore, the proposal aligns with the intent of the objectives (4.5.a) and policies (4.5.4., 4.5.12., 
4.5.16) as stated in the Development Plan. 

Compatible Land Uses 

The Settlement Centre policy 4.5.4 outlines that, “Land uses shall be so grouped and located so 
as to be compatible with the existing or proposed land uses.” RRPD notes that the subject 
property abuts existing “I” institutional zone to the West. The existing 3 Institutional zoned lands 
and incorporate two Community Religious sites and Royal Canadian Legion, to the South there 
is existing “R1-10” Single Housing Dwelling development that might benefit from the age ranged 
variety of the proposed residential development. RRPD notes that the RM may consider 
entering into a Development Agreement to address site design requirements, and land use 
buffering between the different zones / land uses to ensure compatibility and minimize any 
potential land use conflicts at the subdivision application stage.  
 

Municipal Services: 

The policy under section 4.5.1 of the Settlement Centre designation in the Development Plan 
promotes growth in the manner that piped water, sewers, public transportation and other 
municipal services can be extended at an economically feasible cost.  

“Wastewater Moratorium” resolution # 2020-840 from September 22nd, 2020 suspended approval 
of any application for any new development and subdivision in ESP. 

However, a “Water and wastewater moratorium” resolution # from July 15th, 2025 replaced the 
previous moratorium with a moratorium on development on a lot and connection to the water and 
wastewater services (“water and wastewater moratorium”) and allows considerations subdivision 
application and for development requiring municipal water or wastewater services (see attached 
in Appendix C). 

RRPD recommends entering into a Development Agreement with the applicant to address the 
municipal services aspect with the following conditions: 

a.  All levies, fees and costs payable must be paid, and security provided, at the time the 
development agreement is signed, or where there is no development agreement, at a time set by 
the Municipality. 

b.  While infrastructure may be installed (water and wastewater infrastructure, roads, drainage, 
etc.), no development may take place on a lot and no connections to the municipal water or 
wastewater services are permitted until: 

     i. The water supply and treatment systems improvement and wastewater treatment plant 
expansion funding applications have been approved on conditions acceptable to Council, 

     ii. Council has lifted the water and wastewater moratorium, and 

     iii. The Municipal Operations Department authorizes connection to the water and wastewater 
services. 

c.  A caveat shall be registered against the title of every lot approved for new development, 
indicating the conditions under which development and service connections may proceed. 

In addition, RRPD notes that applicant/owner would accept a stipulation in the agreement that no 
development would be permitted until servicing is approved by the RM. 
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3.2 Conditional Use 

As previously stated, the applicant is proposing to rezone a portion of the subject lands from the 
current” DR” Development Reserve and “R1-10” - Single Housing Dwelling zones into one “I”- 
Institutional Zone to allow a Conditional Use for Personal Care Home.  
As reflected on the CU, the “I” Institutional zone will allow conditionally to the applicant to establish 
Personal Care Home that 3 stories high with 90-100 dwelling units for the future development of 
the currently vacant land.

RRPD notes that If Council approves this rezoning application, additional planning application 
approvals (e.g. Conditional Use etc.) will be required to develop the subject lands. The hearing 
for conditional use and rezoning is combined as allowed under the Planning Act.  

 

4. RECOMMENDATION:  
 

As already noted in the report, The Planning Act (Section 68) outlines that zoning by-laws are to 
be “generally consistent with the development plan by-law and any secondary plan by-law in effect 
in the municipality”. Based on the information provided in the application and the information noted 
within this report, the RRPD concludes that the proposed zoning by-law amendment application 
appears to be consistent with key portions of the Development Plan. Therefore, at this time, the 
RRPD recommends that this application be approved.  
 
 
 
Please note that if Council does decide to give the application Second Reading, if there are 
sufficient objections Council may not give Third Reading to the by-law until the required timeframe 
has allowed for second objections to be confirmed, or until such time as an appeal hearing has 
denied the objection(s). For the purposes of an amendment to a zoning by-law, objections must 
be received from at least 300 eligible persons in order to be considered sufficient to trigger an 
Appeal Hearing.

Re-Zoning from R1-10 & R1-17 to Institutional      
 
In response to your e-mail dated February 4, 2026, we have reviewed the above noted 
Zoning By-Law amendment. The intent is to re-zone the subject property from “R1-10” 
Single Housing Zone and “R1-17” Single Housing Dwellings Zones to “I” Institutional in 
order to accommodate a person care home facility. The land being re-zoned has frontage 
along the PTH 101 service road (Devries Ave), Raleigh Street and Maxwell King Drive.  
 
Based on the information available, we do not object to this zoning by-law amendment. 
Please be advised that PTH 101 is a Limited Access Highway and Manitoba 
Transportation and Infrastructure will not approve any direct property access nor any public 
road connection onto PTH 101. In addition, the PTH 101 service road (DeVries Ave) will be 
closed as per the North Perimeter Functional Study. Access to any development shall 
come off Raleigh Street or Maxwell King Drive.  
 
Please note the following statutory requirements for PTH 101. 
 
Statutory Requirements: 
Under the Transportation Infrastructure Act, a permit is required from Manitoba 
Transportation and Infrastructure to construct, modify, relocate, remove or intensify the use 
of an access. A permit is also required from Manitoba Transportation and Infrastructure to 
construct, modify or relocate a structure or sign, or to change or intensify the use of an 
existing structure (including the alteration of existing buildings) within the 38.1 (125ft) 
controlled area from the edge of the highway right-of-way. 
 
In addition, a permit is required from the Manitoba Transportation and Infrastructure for any 
planting placed within 15 m (50 ft) from the edge of the right-of-way of this highway.
